Closely inspect HUD’s priorities for this year’s competition.
Consider whether you need to reallocate funding from projects
that don’t align with them to new or expanded ones that are a

better fit.

Consult the SYSTEM

resources, and guidance on crafting a competitive application.
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DON’T

Dig into the application before you’ve
had time to prepare.

Assume that what you’re doing is working
as well as it can.

Plan to apply for funding if you’re not sure
how well your programs are performing.

Presume that things are the same as
they were last year.

Just renew your existing programs and expect
that they’re aligned with HUD’s priorities.
